Support for activities with young people:

Assistance in organizing and conducting

educational and creative workshops for youth,

promoting interactive learning in subjects such

as mathematics, history through comics, and

robotics/IT.

Territorial knowledge and promotion:
Collaboration in the management of hostels and

non-hotel accommodations, guiding groups and

school classes on visits to Crotone and its

province, helping to highlight the local cultural,

historical, and natural heritage.

Communication: Management and updating of

the cooperative’s social media and websites to

promote activities, share experiences, and raise

awareness on social and educational issues.

Write articles and create videos/photos of their

experience as ESC volunteers. Take part in

events open to the local community to share with

young people their experience of volunteering.



Promotion of a culture of legality:
Organization and participation in educational

activities for young people at properties

confiscated from organized crime, including

guided tours, thematic workshops, and active

citizenship projects, with the possibility of

overnight stays for an immersive experience.

Cleaning and maintenance of properties
used for activities: Involvement in the upkeep

and improvement of spaces used for workshops

and educational initiatives, ensuring safe and

welcoming environments.



Supporting daily activities at the hostel:
the volunteers will support the staff in the

daily management of the hostel, in

particular with:

- welcoming visitors and groups

- managing bookings

- keeping contact with schools, groups and

associations interested in staying at the hostel

and with local partners who want to book the

space for events

- maintanance and cleaning of the space

Support in food distribution for the
people in need: Participation in the

collection, preparation, and distribution of

food supplies for people in need,

collaborating with local associations and

promoting solidarity initiatives in the

community.
